/ The Imperative \

®» To make recommendations or give advice to someone, I can use the Imperative:
"Verb (Stem)".

Examples: 1. Show your work to other people. Listen to their advice.

2. Don’t ask for a lot of money at your first job.

®» | can use the Imperative to give instructions (as in cooking recipes, for example).
Examples: 1. Add sugar and milk, then mix for 5 minutes.

2. Don’t use cold water.

\NOTE: To form the negative, | use "Do not/ Don't + Verb (Stem)" /

» Imperatives are verbs used at the beginning of sentences either in the
affirmative or negative to indicate instructions, invitations, signs and notices or
telling someone what to do.
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» The Imperatives uses the simple form of the verb such as: walk, read,

open,....etc.

The First Conditional (Conditional Type 1)
-1 use the first conditional to talk about the result of an imagined future situation,
which | believe is possible or likely. (Cambridge Grammar)
Examples:
- If you listen to the pains and interests of others, you will succeed in contributing
to common goals of human society.
» | use the present simple in the conditional clause (if-clause), and the future
simple in the main clause (result clause).
NOTE: 'll (short form) = "will"/ won't (short form) = "will not"
NOTE: | use a comma (,) after the if-clause if it is initial.
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- we accept our differences, humanity will progress.
- they listen to family advice, children will grow into responsibility.
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Example: If | have time [Simple Present] , I 'll visit you. [Simple Future]
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Eg: I 'll visit you [Simple Future], I have time [Simple Present]
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Expressing likes/ dislikes using the verbs: (like/dislike; love/
hate; enjoy; prefer) + Stem + ing.

> To express likes or dislikes, | can use: the verb (like; dislike; love; hate;
enjoy; prefer) + "Stem + ing".

®» Silent ""b"": "b" is usually silent when it is in final position and preceded by:
"m". Example: (bomb). Sometimes, it is also silent in mid-position: Examples:
(bomber; plumber) or before "t". Examples: (doubt; debt)
®» Silent "'n"": "n" is usually silent when it is final position and preceded by "m".
